Comprehensive Eye Exam Vision Screening

A comprehensive eye exam is 
conducted by either an optometrist or 
ophthalmologist to diagnose and treat 

vision correction needs. The doctor will 
check the health of the eyes and any 

signs of other health issues.

A vision screening is a quick, limited 
test used to alert parents of possible 

vision problems.  Screenings are typically 
performed by a school nurse or a 

pediatrician. A vision screening should not 
replace a comprehensive exam.
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
